All Championships: To be eligible, respective horses/riders must have been entered, shown and judged in the
class listed in parentheses ( ).
REFUNDS: There will be no refunds on entry fees unless due to a bona fide injury of horse, exhibitor or
exhibitor’s family. Request for refund must be received by the Show Manager before the end of the show for
consideration
Six ribbons with trophy/money will be awarded as indicated.
