Un-judged warm-ups from 6:30am - 8:15am in the show ring will be held from 6:30a-8:15a in the show ring.
Jumps will be set at 2’3”, then changed to cross rails halfway through. There will be a $10 warm up fee per
horse/rider combination. Warm-up tickets are available at the Secretary’s booth. Ticket must be handed to gate

keeper prior to entry. No more than 4 riders at a time in the show ring warm-up. Trainers limited to 4 riders and
up to 5 minutes overall in the warm-up. Classes begin promptly at 8:30am.

Every class recognized by the Maine Hunter Jumper Association will be conducted and judged under the current
rules of MeHJA. Every class recognized by the Maine Horse Association will be conducted and judged under the
current rules of the MHA.

* No horse may enter a class unless an entry blank has been completed, fees paid, and number assigned.
