ENTRIES CLOSE Tuesday, August 22, 2023

Post Entries will be accepted after Tuesday August 22, 2023 for an additional Late fee of $25 per horse or pony
entered. Regular fees and associated rules apply thereafter.

Entries may be made online at www.gaitkeeper.com. Look for ASAM and fill out completely. Entries may be made in

writing. They must be signed and accompanied by funds to cover all charges.

Exhibitors are responsible for completing the entry blank and add slips accurately as recorded with their breed
organization. Management and Staff take no responsibility for exhibitor’s errors.

Once entered, class additions, and/or scratches will be accepted ONLY until the close of the preceding session.

Owner, riders, drivers, handlers and trainers of American Saddlebreds MUST include their ASHBA membership
number for the credit toward World’s Championship qualification and ASHBA High Point Awards.

ALL FEES must be paid in full ( a credit card or a signed blank check left to cover expenses) prior to issuing a number.
Any entries incurring bank fees will be charged $50 plus cost of the bank fee and the original bill.

Refunds will be made only upon receipt of a veterinarian’s certificate (doctor’s certificate) and must be received by
the show manager or Secretary before the end of the show to be considered.
