The ideal Ranch Horse will will travel with forward movement and be well-trained, relaxed, quiet, and soft at all gaits. Horse
should be ridden on a relatively loose rein with light contact. The horse should be soft in the bridle and yield to contact.

Walk Trot Ranch Pleasure

Ranch Riding.

The Ranch horse should well-trained, relaxed, quiet, soft, and cadenced at all gaits. The ideal Ranch Horse will travel with forward
movement and demonstrate an obvious lengthening Of stride at extended gaits. They should be ridden on light contact on a
relatively loose rein. The overall manners and responsiveness of the horse to make timely transitions in a smooth and correct
manner as well as quality of movement are primary considerations.

Ranch Riding Walk / Trot

Ranch Horse Trail
This class tests the horses ability to cope with everyday situations. The horse/rider team is judged on the correctness, efficiency,
and pattern accuracy with which the obstacles are negotiated and the attitude and mannerisms exhibited by the horse. Judging
emphasis is on identifying the well broke, responsive, well mannered horse which can correctly navigate the trail course.
